Vendor Booth Guidelines and Regulations 
The Aloha Coffee Festival and Tasting is an annual one-day event hosted by Red Dirt Coffee House in Arroyo Grande, CA.  It is a celebration of the rich varietals of Hawaiian coffees and the Aloha culture that cultivates them.   Vendors range from Hawaiian cuisine, snack foods, drinks, Mini-workshops for adults and children alike, to activities, such as face painting. 


Vendor Booths:

· Food – $50.00 (Food vendors must thoroughly read the “Permits” bullet below.)
· Vendors – $50.00
· Information - $100.00
· Non-profit organizations – $25.00 (no charge for Non-profit Information booths)
*If using a generator to power your booth, it must be approved by Jackye at Red Dirt Coffee House.
*Please note, once vendor booths have been accepted and confirmed, there will be no refunds.

Vendor Guidelines:

· Acceptance to participate in this event indicates that vendors accept the responsibility of setting up, staffing, and cleaning up their designated booth areas.

· Event hours are from 11:00 am – 6:00 pm on Saturday, October 23rd.  All booths must remain open the entire duration of the event.  Vendors may arrive as early as 8:00 to begin set-up and stay until 8:00 pm to ensure a thorough break down of your booth and clean up of your area.
· Food booths must be screened in with an order and/or pickup window in the front.  Tarps must be used under food booth area, if cooking over grass.
· The event area must be returned to its original condition.  Vendor is responsible for any damage to the grounds for which the city might identify. 

· *Permits – 
· Food or beverage booths, which include food or beverage sampling and giveaways, must obtain and submit all required permits, as set forth by the San Luis Obispo County Health Department (805-781-5544).  Food permits must be submitted to Jackye at Red Dirt Coffee House no later than two weeks prior to the event.

· If the vendor does not already possess a valid Resale Permit for the State of California, they must obtain a temporary permit from the State Board of Equalization.

· Pricing and collection of food, beverage, or non-food items’ costs are the sole responsibility of the vendor, as well as the charging and paying of Sales Tax.

· Parking – all vendors must arrive at least one hour prior to the event and park 
Returning and Reviewing of Applications:

· It is the vendor’s responsibility to return their completed application, including all fees, copies of required permits, photos of your proposed booth’s merchandise, and a SASE, to Jackye at Red Dirt Coffee House, 1452 East Grand Avenue, by October, 16, 2011.  Should your application be received beyond this initial due date, there will be an additional fee of $25.00.
· The review process of each vendor application will determine the validity of and adherence to all required regulations and guidelines as set forth in this document.  If an application is lacking in any of these areas, it will be returned for further compliance.  If compliance cannot be made, we reserve the right to deny participation in this event.   Accepted vendors will be notified by mail.
